COACHING PROTOCOLS:

Who may coach at the rink?

New protocols have been approved by the committee for who may coach at our rink. These are available on the notice board.
This involves a system like a driver’s license where new coaches sit accreditation tests. Once they have passed their tests they
are provisional coaches working under a mentor coach for a period of approximately one year before becoming a fully approved
coach. These guidelines will be available to all to read on the notice board and will be handed to coaches who have been
approved by the committee as full coaches, provisional coaches and mentor coaches. If you haven't been given a copy or
wish one please let Bruce know so he can send one to you. He has given a copy to most coaches but knows he has missed
some due to not been in the right place to give you one.

Mentor coaches:

The committee has approved a list of mentor coaches to work with provisional coaches. This will be available through the club
captain. Anyone who is beginning coaching will be required to work with a mentor.

Approved coaches:

The committee has approved a list of coaches — these are people who have passed accreditation or have an exemption from a
relevant committee and have had successful coaching experience for a period exceeding two years. This list will be available on
the notice board.

Provisional coaches:

The committee has a list of provisional coaches these are people who have passed accreditation and are working with a
mentor. They are available to coach in the same way as the fully qualified coaches but have restrictions.

Anyone not on the list of approved coaches or provisional coaches or wanting to be a mentor should apply to the club captain,
Chris Hazelwood.

COACHES TAKING ON NEW SKATERS: coaches wishing to take on new skaters must contact Bruce

and Chris BEFORE coaching begins to arrange a suitable time slot. This is to ensure that those coaches and their skaters
already operating in a time do not have the quality of their coaching adversely affected by too many coaches on the floor at the
same time. This is for the benefit of all and must be adhered to. When any new time slots are arranged these should be written
on the blackboard for the first few weeks so people know to expect them and on the coaches time sheet on the notice board.
Skaters being coached by other coaches have a right to challenge any coach who coaches in their time slot if they do not have
approval from the Chris or Bruce.

WHAT TO DO IF YOU WANT TO START HAVING PRIVATE COAC HING: if you

would like to start having private coaching the first step is to register with Club Captain, Chris Hazelwood. Chris holds the list of
approved and provisional coaches. Some of these coaches currently have vacancies and some do not. Some coach all
disciplines, some specialize. She will be able to put you in touch with a range of coaches and discuss opens for rink fee
structure available and arrange suitable coaching time slots. Chris can be contacted on 5279551. Coaching MUST NOT START
until it has been arranged through Chris with a time slot approved by President Bruce Crosby and the time written on the
coaching blackboard so all know about it.
